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In the Finish Rite we don’t take short cuts that lead to short
quality. When flatwork enters the Finish Rite it is guided into
the machine at exactly the right speed on an automatic
conveyor. The flatwork now passes between a revolving
padded pressure roll and a revolving highly polished heated
roll, which are moving slightly faster than the automatic

Work to be finished is gently pulled
to remove any wrinkles before
finishing.
